If a login window opens, enter the user name and password.

The user name is admin and the default password is password.

Orbi Pro WiFi 6 Satellite sync information

The Orbi Pro satellite’s bar LED lights white while the satellite attempts to sync with the
Orbi Pro router. After the Orbi Pro satellite’s bar LED lights white, it lights one of the
following colors for about three minutes and then turns off:

® Blue
The connection between the Orbi Pro router and Orbi Pro satellite is good.
Amber

The connection between the Orbi Pro router and Orbi Pro satellite is fair.
Consider moving the Orbi Pro satellite closer to the Orbi Pro router.

® Magenta

The Orbi Pro satellite was unable to connect to the Orbi Pro router. Move the
Orbi Pro satellite closer to the Orbi Pro router.

Note: If the bar LED still lights magenta after about one minute, press

the Sync button on the back of the Orbi Pro router and on the back of

the Orbi Pro satellite. When the Orbi Pro satellite syncs with the Orbi Pro
router, the satellite’s bar LED lights white then lights blue to indicate a good
connection, and then turns off.
