3.1 Left or right wearing style

The Jabra Evolve 65 can be worn on the left or
right by flipping the microphone to the other
side (270° limit).




3.2 Adjust the headband

Adjust the headband to find the most
comfortable fit.

It is recommended to position the microphone
close to your mouth (0.5 inches).
